“Harpic
grew as a result of continued penetration
increases in key markets such as India
where revenue was up in double digits,” the
company said as it announced its half
yearly and second quarter resultson Tues-

day.

Harpic falls under the company’s
hygiene portfolio, which also includes
brandssuch as Lysol, Air Wick, and Vanish.

ment grew 18.0% on alike-for-like basisin

the six-month period. This was driven
largely by North America and, to some
extent, India, RecKitt said of its portfolio.
